The dates

We start the activities late on Friday May 20th, so
there’s lots of time for everybody to check in, install
themselves, take a stroll through the beautiful
surroundings and of course renew or make
acquaintances with friends both old and new. The
central part of the Lustrumfeest is Saturday 21th,
with many programme items and the festive
banquet. After lunch on Sunday 22th we regretfully
have to break up again.

The location

The celebrations take place at the castle-like
estate ‘De Berckt. This is situated in a beautiful
area in the north of the province of Limburg, which
is in the southern part of the Netherlands. Our
previous Lustrum in 2006 also took place there.
We will reside in a newly-built yet ancient-looking
part of the complex, that we have all to ourselves.
The place is easy to reach, with a busstop nearby,
and has more than enough parking-space.

The working language

A few teasers: on
Saturday there is a conference with Tolkien-
scholars from different countries. Guest of Honour
is the renowned Tom Shippey, who is so well-
known that for the moment there is no need to
eleborate. Parallel with this there will be other
programme items. Afterwards, at the end of the
afternoon, everybody can watch a production from
the Unquendor Playing Group. On Sunday
morning we take a closer look at the recent Frisian
translation of ‘The Hobbit’ in the presence of the
translator. A splendid time is guaranteed for all!
